For people will be lovers of self, lovers of 
money, proud, arrogant, abusive, disobedient to their parents, 
ungrateful, unholy, heartless, unappeasable, slanderous, without 
self-control, brutal, not loving good, treacherous, reckless, swollen 
with conceit, lovers of pleasure rather than lovers of God, having 
the appearance of godliness, but denying its power. Avoid such 
people. 
 

Genesis 4:6-7 - In the course of time Cain brought to the LORD an 
offering of the fruit of the ground, and Abel also brought of the 
firstborn of his flock and of their fat portions. And the LORD had 
regard for Abel and his offering, but for Cain and his offering he 
had no regard. So Cain was very angry, and his face fell. The 
LORD said to Cain, “Why are you angry, and why has your face 
fallen? If you do well, will you not be accepted? And if you do not 
do well, sin is crouching at the door. Its desire is for you, and you 
must rule over it.”
